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“Green to Green” - Safe Flying Techniques
Ron Liebmann, an active member of EAA
for 44 years presented his talk on safe flying
techniques titled ÒGreen to GreenÓat the
March 14 Chapter 153 meeting. Ron earned
his pilotÕs license at the age of 19 from a CFI
who stressed the importance of knowing what
to do in case of engine failure.

Ron worked as a fire fighter for 30 years in
Hoffman Estates, IL. While he was a fire-
man, he built a Kitfox that brought his training
home. The airplane had a water-cooled two-
stroke engine. Unknown to him, the factory
had forgotten to install the thermostat. This
led to four engine failures, all of which result-
ed in successful landings with no damage to
the airplane. The stories of these landings
were entertaining and humorous.

ÒGreen to GreenÓmeans always have your
landing spot picked out. Know your airplane:
best glide speed, sink rate, and flying charac-
t e r i s t i c s w i t h t h e p ro p s to p p e d a n d
windmilling. If the engine stops, the first thing
to do is to pitch up to trade speed for altitude
until you have established the best glide
speed.

If the engine fails on take-off, the least loss of
altitude occurs at a 45-degree bank with
speed about 5 knots above stall speed. (You
must know the stall speed in a 45-degree
bank and the altitude loss in a 270-degree
turn.) If you are not comfortably above the
safe altitude to make the turn back to the run-
way, land straight ahead or with minimal
course deviation. If you do turn back to the
runway, turn into the wind.

Ron took questions from the floor and
d e sc r i b e d h i s re s to ra t i o n o f a 1 9 4 1
Taylorcraft that was featured in the February,
2008, SportAviation. He also described a T-
